Designed For Use At The Entry Area of Freestyle Terrain

Option One: The top left corner is designed to contain not only the
orange oval but also the size or sizes of features contained in your
freestyle terrain park or learning area. Feature size is relative to your
resort only. If your park consists of all medium features then place a
medium inside the orange oval. If your park contains multiple sized
features such as medium and small then place a small-medium
inside the orange oval. If the park contains small, medium and large
features then place all three sizes in the orange oval.

Option Two: With respect to helmets, there are two schools of
thought, hence two options; they are self-explanatory. Choose one
that best suits your resort’s policy.

This language has been developed in conjunction with smartstyle
and does a good job of succinctly outlining responsibilities, warnings,
and applicable information for users.

Option Three: Resorts may choose either “inverted aerials are not
recommended” or “inverted aerials are prohibited” according to your
resort’s policy.

Option Four: This assumption of risk language and injury advisement
can be used in one of two forms: 1) including the words “or death”
and 2) deleting those two words. Once again, this should be worded
consistently with your area’s operation and philosophy.
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
